Stained Glass Window

As some of you may have noticed, one of our stained glass
windows is missing. It is located at the front entrance to the
church facing the old school building. It is one of the bell
tower windows. We are working with Gaytee-Palmer.
They took the window out to re-lead it at their shop. The
old Lexan that is the outer covering of the window shifted
and was allowing wind in. The wind then cracked the
wooden frame that holds the stained glass window in place.
We were very lucky we caught this before the window fell
out.

The total cost of this project is $12,400, insurance is going to
cover $5,000 less our $1,000 deductible. We are going to
have them install new glass with vents over this group of
windows so this will not happen again. The new glass does
not become cloudy over time like the Lexan has, so it will
be beautifully lit up at night once again!

St. John the Baptist has many opportunities to join in our
music! Our choir members and instrumentalists bring a

wide range of talent from “just trying it out” to “willing to
grow” to “advanced” and everything in between.

Here are some opportunities:

Harmony Choir sings parts and rehearses almost every
Wednesday at 6pm and sings for Masses at 5pm, 8 am and
10 am.

Generations Choir rehearses at 3:45 pm on Saturdays and
sings for the 5 pm Mass about twice a month.

Pekarna Guys is an all men’s choir and consists of men in
the Pekarna family and their friends. They sing once a
month and generally have guitar and drums.

We always need cantors to lead the psalm and gospel
acclamation and occasionally a cantor leads the whole Mass
without a choir.

Instrumentalists add much-enjoyed interest to our music.
Instrumentalists also sing with us in the choir when they are
not playing their instruments.
